Nomination Guidelines
The Crawford County Veterans Hall of Fame seeks to recognize residents of Crawford County (both present and former) who have worn the uniform of this Nation’s Armed Forces, performed their military duties, and then continued to contribute to community, state and nation in an exemplary manner.  These outstanding contributions may, for example, be in the areas of professional, civic, veterans’ advocacy, political or other contributions over the life of the nominee.  

Requirements for submission of nomination packet:

1. The nominee must meet the following rules:

a. Must have been born in Crawford County (OH) or lived in Crawford County (OH) for a minimum of five (5) years.

b. Must have received an honorable discharge from the U.S. Armed Forces and provide a copy verifying honorable veteran’s service discharge papers ( DD 214) with the nomination packet.
c. Be of good moral character and have no felony convictions.

d. Posthumous nominations are accepted

5. Nominations will be reviewed by the Crawford County Veterans Hall of Fame Executive Committee. Recommendations for induction are submitted for approval to the CCVHOF selection committee.

All Crawford County Veterans including: Employees of the Governor’s staff, all state elected officials and members of the General Assembly, the Ohio Veterans Hall of Fame Foundation, the Ohio Veterans Hall of Fame Executive Committee, and members of any County Veterans Service Commission are eligible unless otherwise disqualified through the guidelines listed above.
Nomination packets must be received no later than July 31.
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
